· Be direct, speak calmly & slowly

· Give exact location eg: ‘corner of Harrison and East Berkeley in the South End of Boston.’

· Give as much detail as possible

Call 911 for any incident including suspicious activity.  ‘No call is too small.’

The TELEPHONE TREE:

A network of your neighbors

After calling 911 or Police, call those in the Telephone Tree to alert them of the incident.  If this incident continues, they in turn should call 911 to reinforce a response.

	Easy & Effective Safety Tips

HOME:

· Introduce yourself to your neighbors.

· Lock ALL doors and windows.

· Don’t buzz in anyone you don’t know.

· Turn on outside lights.

· Leave the radio on a talk show when you are out and put lights on timers when away over a period of time.

AUTO:

· Don’t leave anything in your cars.  Not even empty bottles or clothing.

· Park in a well lighted area.  Alarms and clubs do deter criminals.

WALKING:

· Walk with or near a group of people.

· Walk without a earplugs and do not talk on your cell phone.

GENERAL:

· Keep our eyes and ears open to suspicious activity, reporting any to 911.

· Follow up on your 911 call with a call to the appropriate area of BPD (drug, auto or community).

· Respond to cries for help or whistle alerts by calling 911.

· Make noise when appropriate.
